FLOOD HAZARDS

Benbrook covers 12 square miles in southwestern Tarrant County,
near the confluence of the Clear Fork of the Trinity River and one of its
major tributaries, Mary’s Creek. The area consists of gently rolling hills,
with flatter valleys and plateaus along the major streams and on some
upland areas.

Although localized street and lot-to-lot flooding from rainwater

runoff produced by thunderstorms can cause significant flooding

in Benbrook, the most severe flooding has been caused by flash-
flooding along tributaries of the Clear Fork of the Trinity River, including
Mary’s Creek, Timber Creek, Plantation East Creek, Plantation West
Creek, Willow Bend Creek and Mont Del Creek. The last major flood
along the Clear Fork of the Trinity River was in May 1949, prior to the
construction of Benbrook Dam. Major flooding occurred along Mary’s
Creek in April 1922, May 1949, January 1961, and June 2004, with
moderate flooding in March 2007.

Flooding along Timber Creek was common until 1982, when the City
began constructing a series of channel improvements. Plantation East
Creek flooded in August 1974, July 1975, May 1989, March 1990
and May 1990, but has not flooded since the City began constructing
a series of channel improvements in 1990. Plantation West Creek
has flooded on numerous occasions, including June 2004, but
should be protected with the completion of channel improvements in
2008. Willow Bend Creek in North Benbrook flooded regularly until
channel improvements were completed in 1983. Mont Del Creek
flooded regularly until the City worked with Fort Worth to construct an
upstream detention pond in 2004.

Beginning January 1, 2011, all Benbrook residents will receive a 20% discount (currently 10%) on
memberships and programs offered through the Benbrook Community Center/YMCA.

Holiday Refuse

Since Christmas and New Year’s Day are both celebrated

on Saturdays this year, there will be no ‘yellow bag’ trash
service on either of those days. However, normal Wednesday
collection of refuse and recycling will occur as usual.

Benbrook residents may dispose of Christmas trees the
following ways:

® Place trees at curbside on Wednesdays before 7:00 a.m.
Trees and other brush are normally collected by Allied
Waste within 72 hours. Trees must be cut into segments
that weigh less than 50 pounds and do not exceed six feet
in length.

e Take trees to the roll-off brush dumpster located at the City
Maintenance Facility, 467 Winscott Road, from December
26-January 10, Monday-Friday, from 8:00 a.m.- 4:00 p.m.

e To recycle your tree, take it to Dutch Branch Park Complex
(from December 26-January 10), off Winscott Road,
