


Because most fl ooding in Benbrook occurs as fl ash fl oods, it 
is often diffi cult to provide advance warning before fl ooding 
actually occurs. If fl ooding conditions appear imminent, or 
conditions are favorable for fl ash fl ooding, the National Weather 
Service (NWS) will issue a fl ash fl ood watch. A fl ash fl ood 
warning is issued if fl ash fl ooding has occurred in Tarrant County 
or Benbrook area. The City of Benbrook provides information on 
fl ash fl ood watches and alerts through the CodeRED Weather 
Warning System, which sends an automated telephone call to 
affected properties that have registered with the City. If there is 
an impending fl ood, the City can use the CodeRed system to 
identify and contact residents living within a specifi c risk area, 
without those residents having registered in the system. The City 
may also use the tornado siren to warn residents of impending 
weather events that may cause fl ash fl ooding. If an evacuation 
of the city is advised, the City of Benbrook will notify residents 
through local radio and Charter Cable channel 27, as well as 
through the CodeRed system.

The City encourages residents to use National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) weather radios, and 
to monitor information from NOAA Weather Station Radio 
broadcasts at 162.550 MHz, available 24-hours a day.

FLOOD WARNING



• �Stay away from downed power lines. All downed lines should 
be viewed as if they are energized and deadly. If you see a 
downed line, call 9-1-1 immediately and keep other individuals 
and pets away from the area.

• �Observe all warning signs. Teach children not to play near 
electrical equipment and to be aware of crews working.

• �Exercise extreme caution if using candles during a power 
outage. Always keep candles away from flammable objects  
and never leave them burning unattended.

• �Check in on elderly or ailing neighbors. Make sure they have 
the appropriate supplies and necessities to ensure their safety 
or assist in making alternate housing plans, if necessary.

• �If your power goes out, don’t assume the electric 
company knows. If your outage lasts more than five 
minutes, call Oncor at 888.313.4747 to report it. Every 
phone call helps Oncor determine the extent of the outage 
and how many customers it may affect. Even though 
your neighbor may have called about their outage, it is 
important for each customer to report their outage so 
Oncor can pinpoint the issue and respond accordingly.

• �One easy way to prepare for possible outages is to create 
an emergency safety kit. These could include a battery-
operated flashlight and radio, bottled water, extra batteries, 
pen and paper or any combination of those items.

City Council Approves Transit Service for Elderly and Disabled In April, City Council approved  
the contract with the Fort Worth Transportation Authority to continue transit service for elderly and disabled Benbrook residents. 
Persons who are 55 years of age of older, or who have a disability (permanent or temporary), may qualify for transit service to 
medical appointments, shopping, recreation, school or work. The fare is $2.50 for a one-way trip. Benbrook residents may ride 
any day on a first-come, first-serve basis, except weekends and holidays, with Tuesday and Thursday rides guaranteed.
